The treatment facility is licensed by the Department of Environmental Protection, permit #0044776, and first began operating in 1978 serving Honey Brook Borough and parts of Honey Brook Township. The plant has over 2,000 EDUs (equivalent dwelling units) connected to the collection and treatment plant. A fulltime staff monitors and maintains all aspects of the system, which is user supported,

Honey Brook was founded in 1787 from the western part of West Nantmeal Township. The name “Nantmeal” signifies “sweet water” or “honey brook”. The first settlers in the area were Welshmen who followed an old Indian trail to the west, and among them were farmers, skilled ironworkers and blacksmiths. The nearby Welsh Mountains provided rich stores of iron ore and charcoal to fire furnaces and forges. Early Smithies were indispensable to the community, supplying nails and shoes for horses, very necessary commodities in the rural region. In 1891, citizens of Honey Brook town decided to petition the county court for permission to establish a borough. The census of 1890 showed that the town’s population was 700 people. Permission was given, and a borough council was formed.

RATES AND BILLING         INFORMATION

 Your sewer charge is based on a flat rate quarterly fee, of $150.00 per EDU (equivalent dwelling unit), and billed at the beginning of each quarter through the mail; January, April, July and October.

Failure to receive a bill does not excuse you from the fee.

The office at 187 Dampman Road in Honey Brook Township is open to collect sewer bills from 9:00 AM to 3:00 PM, Monday - Thursday.
Local residents, appointed by the Borough and Township Officials, serve an unpaid term of three years, managing the system. The Board meets on the 4th Wednesday of each month at 7:00 PM in the Honey Brook Borough Hall at 71 Pequea Ave. Meetings are open to the public.   

IMPORTANT FACTS

(
The property owner is responsible to maintain their sewer pipes from the street (or right-of-way) to the home. Inspections are   REQUIRED of outside pipe modifications or extensions.
(
Waste motor oil, radiator antifreeze, kitty litter, plastic or cloth, flammable solvents, baby wipes and other items, not biodegradable, should NOT be flushed into the sewers.   

(
Storm water from roof drains, cellar pumps, or footer drains are prohibited connections, and could result in a fine.

(
Vent pipes and cleanouts that are open or too low so as to permit the entrance of surface storm water add to the operating costs. 
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Three Working Days notice is required before you dig.           It’s the Law!
